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Abstract.The article examines legal mechanisms aimed at ensuring compliance
with obligations by the Member States of the Eurasian Economic Union (hereinafter
— the EAEU). It analyzes the provisions of the EAEU Treaty, the case law of the
EAEU Court, and the role of the Eurasian Economic Commission in enforcement
practice. The authors also analyze mechanisms for ensuring compliance in other
integration associations, including the European Union, identifying key problems and
gaps in the EAEU system. The study of the norms of the EAEU Treaty and its annexes
indicates that direct interaction with the national authorities of the member States is
provided in the activities of the Eurasian Economic Commission. In conclusion, the
article proposes directions for reforming the Union’s legal instruments in order to
enhance their effectiveness.

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Protecting the sexual rights of minors: problems and prospects

Yergalimova Akbope
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Annotation. Protecting the rights, freedoms, and legitimate interests of minors,
including ensuring their sexual integrity, is a priority of modern public policy. The
increasing number of sexual crimes against children underscores the urgency of this
problem. Despite the adoption of national regulations in line with international
standards and the development of institutional protection mechanisms, issues related
to ensuring their safety in society and the family remain unresolved. Children with
disabilities constitute a significant group of minors. Although official statistics indicate
that this category of children accounts for a significant proportion (as of today - 109.5),
comprehensive scientific research on their criminal protection and specialized
systematic oversight by government agencies are insufficient. This, in turn,
necessitates strengthening measures to protect and prevent criminal acts against
minors, including children with disabilities.

The authors of the article analyze the causes of crimes against the sexual integrity
of minors, including children with disabilities. Based on the results of the study, they
propose areas for improving criminal law mechanisms for protecting the rights and
legitimate interests of this category of children.

Mechanism of economic regulation of environmental protection and natural
resource use in the legal system of the Republic of Kazakhstan: international legal
aspects
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Abstract. This article examines the norms regulating economic mechanisms for
environmental protection and natural resource use within the legal system of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, taking into account international legal aspects.

During Kazakhstan's independence, a legal framework was established
(Ecological Code 2021), yet it insufficiently covers legal control of economic planning,
leading to contradictions with the Constitution and budgetary norms.

The novelty of the study lies in the comprehensive analysis of the content of
environmental norms and their role amid the transition to a “green economy" and
sustainable development. The object of research is the theoretical position of norms
within Kazakhstan's legal system; the subject comprises national and international
legal acts. The research aims to comprehensively analyze the interaction between
environmental law and international law, identify gaps, and develop recommendations.

Key principles and trends of legal regulation have been identified, and an
assessment of current legislation conducted. The relevance analysis is grounded in
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sustainable development principles (Rio de Janeiro Declaration 1992, Paris Agreement
2015, Aarhus Convention 1998).

As a result, recommendations for legislative improvement have been proposed
(introduction of ecological trading modeled on the EU, designation of norms as a
subinstitute). The findings can contribute to advancing environmental law theory and
enhancing the effectiveness of legal mechanisms in environmental policy, harmonized
with global sustainable development standards.

Introduction

The evolution of information and communication technologies has changed the
face of international relations. Along with the development of technology, the digital
age has created new challenges. Cyberspace, which knows no state borders, has turned
into an arena of confrontation, where terrorist groups have access to tools capable of
causing damage that are comparable to the consequences of classic terrorist attacks.
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Today, cyberterrorism is no longer limited to attacking computer networks, it also
includes the possibility of using cryptocurrencies to finance terrorist organizations.

It is alarming that not only civilian infrastructure, but also defense enterprises
are increasingly becoming targets of cyber attacks. The defeat of these facilities, in
turn, will lead to the paralysis of entire regions, and as a result of these attacks, the
possibility of international conflicts is not excluded. In these circumstances, the
development of an effective mechanism to counter cyberterrorism is becoming an issue
of international security.

In addition to the technical impact on infrastructure, cyberterrorism also
performs a psychological function, which was previously typical of classical terrorism
(an atmosphere of fear and insecurity). Widespread coverage of hacking of government
portals, leakage of personal data and the threat of disabling the life support system
create a sense of vulnerability of the state among the population. In this regard, we can
say that programs of digital "hygiene" of the population are needed.

In these circumstances, the development of an effective mechanism to counter
cyberterrorism is becoming an issue of international security. International and
regional organizations are rapidly trying to combine the efforts of law enforcement
agencies to establish rapid data exchange to counter cyber attacks.

However, the rapid development of artificial intelligence creates both new
opportunities to combat cyber threats and raises complex issues related to maintaining
a balance between ensuring security and protecting fundamental human rights and
freedoms.

Object of research: Cyberterrorism as a complex problem of international law,
posing a threat to international and national security.

The subject of the study: Complex characteristics, forms of occurrence,
methods of financing cyberterrorism by transferring cryptocurrencies, attempts to
counter international and regional organizations, the role of artificial intelligence in
identifying cyberterrorist threats.

The aim of the study is to analyze cyberterrorism as a modern challenge to
international law, identify key features, develop forms and methods, and develop
recommendations for improving international cooperation to counter this phenomenon
while respecting basic human rights and freedoms.

Research objectives:

1. Analysis of existing approaches to identify cyberterrorism

2.1dentification of factors contributing to the spread of cyberterrorism

3. ldentification and systematization of the main forms of cyberterrorism,
including classical cyber attacks and hybrid forms

4. Assessment of the effectiveness of existing international mechanisms for
countering cyberterrorism within the SCO, the United Nations and Interpol.

5. Investigation of the potential and risk of using artificial intelligence in the
fight against cyberterrorism.

Methods and approaches: The study uses comparative legal analysis, the
method of institutional analysis, as well as the analysis of specific examples.
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Hypothesis: As a result of the evolution of cyberterrorism, it has gone beyond
the traditional understanding of terrorism in cyberspace. The hybridization of its form
and the vulnerability of civilian and military infrastructure require not only the
strengthening of the system, but also the development of a unified system of
international and legal mechanisms. At the same time, efficiency cannot be maintained
without maintaining a balance between security measures and the protection of
fundamental rights and freedoms of citizens.

Research methods

This study is aimed at identifying and studying the definitions of cyberterrorism,
international conventions, the UN resolution and the SCO declaration were also
considered. The use cases were considered as an illustration of threats and
vulnerabilities.

Discussion

The word “cyberterrorism” has long been part of the scientific community. But
still, there are different position from different countries and experts on what exactly
IS meant by sweat by this word.

There is an opinion that cyberterrorism is “the commission of terrorist acts in
cyberspace” or, as some experts write, that “it is advisable to consider cyberterrorism
as a complex of illegal actions in the information space, representing attacks on
computer and telecommunications technologies aimed at creating a threat to
international and state security in order to influence political, economic and other
decisions”.

There is also an opinion among Western experts that “cyberterrorism generally
refers to extremely destructive computer attacks or threats of attacks by non-state actors
on information systems carried out with the aim of intimidating or forcing governments
or society to achieve goals of a political or social nature”.

We can agree with each of these authors, but it is important to mention that
cyberterrorism is not only the commission of terrorist acts on computer network, which
is a classic form, but also its hybrid form, when digital money is used for the benefit
of certain prohibited organizations or groups, which is regarded as terrorist financing.

It’s worth asking the question, where do they come from (hackers, some of
whom become cyberterrorism)? We think the answer is very obvious, there are funded
by certain individuals (it is also assumed that they are funded by states to achieve their
political goals) through money transfers. In this regard, it should be emphasized that as
technology develops in the field of economics, as well as the emergence of new
exchanges and financial markets, it leads to the fact that if someone has transferred a
certain amount of money to a terrorist organization, tracking this transaction becomes
difficult or even impossible. For example, by sending money in the form of
cryptocurrencies using cold wallets.

Cryptocurrency exchanges and exchangers are often registered in offshore zones
or states with no strict AML/CFT regulations (these are two international standards and
measures to prevent money laundering or blocking cards with questionable
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transactions), which allows attackers to send or receive money in the form of
cryptocurrencies without any special obstacles.

With the development of technology and the widespread availability of
information and communication technologies, extremist and terrorist organizations
have gained the opportunity to actively use internet resources and social media for a
range of illegal activities. This includes incitement to violence, radicalization, finding
new supporters, conducting training, detailing plans, gathering intelligence
information, establishing contacts, conducting propaganda and raising funds.

It is worth mentioning that the globalization of the modern economy, as well as
every sphere of life of ordinary citizens, such as communications, energy, financial and
banking systems, gas and oil storage systems, the state defense system, etc. are the
biggest reason for the increasing spread of cyberterrorism.

Despite all the above-mentioned destructive factors, it is also worth emphasizing
that the latest technologies enable law enforcement agencies to effectively counter
terrorism and cyberterrorism with the necessary observance of international law.

Another difficulty is the identification of the attacker. Unlike the classic type of
terrorism, when the perpetrator is directly at the scene of the crime, in cyberterrorism
it is often very difficult to legally prove whether the state, a terrorist organization or
individual funded individuals were behind this attack.

Some experts note that “international communities are coming together to solve
the problems of combating cybercrime. Evidence of this is the meeting of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization [SCO] member countries in Astana in April 2012, where a
Protocol on cooperation was signed, which defined the main areas of cooperation
between the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Russia and the ministries of public security
of the SCO countries in the near future, as well as measures to combat crime in the
field of information technology and illegal internet usage”. The Astana Declaration of
the Council of Heads of SCO Member States of July 4, 2024 calls on the SCO member
states to develop a document on cooperation in combating crimes in the field of
information technology.

Interpol’s activities are guided primarily by the Budapest Convention on
Cybercrime {No. 185, 2001}. Despite the fact that both organizations have
independent strategies, they share a common goal — to increase cybersecurity. Interpol
focuses on developing innovative investigative techniques and rapid data exchange.

Cooperation is actively developing in the field of professional development of
law enforcement officers. Since 2023, a joint training center has been operating in
Tashkent, which conducts certified training on investigating cryptocurrency fraud and
countering cyber attacks. Combining Interpol’s methodologies and the specifics of the
Eurasian region.

The key achievement of the two organizations is the interfacing of systems. The
SCO platform, which monitors cyber attacks on important facilities, is integrated with
the Interpol 1-24/7 global secure network. This system makes it possible to instantly
transmit data on transnational incidents, in short, when an attempted cyberattack is
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recorded in one SCO country, Interpol can immediately alert the rest of the member
countries.

CT TECH — A United Nations initiative to create a legislative framework,
transparency mechanisms, and oversight regarding online data collection. At the heart
of all the work carried out under this initiative is the idea that countries cannot fight
technological terrorism alone or using old methods. The UN recognizes that the
capabilities of countries vary greatly. The national assessment of risks and equivalent
Impact measures makes it possible to assess where exactly there are gaps: in legislation,
in operational readiness, in investigative techniques or in political planning.

The UN focuses on legal enforcement and calls on countries not only to catch
terrorists, but to do so in such a way that the collected digital evidence is indisputable
in court and obtained within the framework of the law. In this context, the UN also
emphasizes the need to maintain a legal and ethical balance; "The international
community is often late in responding”. But at the same time, it warns that panic and a
desire to "tighten the screws" can lead to another problem: unjustified restrictions on
human rights, in particular, the right to privacy and freedom of expression.

In the context of terrorism, intelligence agencies want to collect data, and the
more the better. However, the UN insists that total or uncontrolled surveillance
undermines trust in the state and sets a precedent for abuse. The principle of "human
rights by default” means that any counter-terrorism action in cyberspace must be
designed in advance to protect civil liberties as much as possible.

The fight against cyberterrorism by its very nature cannot be a purely national
task, since the Internet has no borders. Therefore, the UN appeals are global and
systemic in nature.

The terrorists do not build their own server farms, they use existing and publicly
available platforms like X (Twitter), YouTube, and various messengers. UN Security
Council Resolution 2396 is a direct call to states that they must not only fight terrorists,
but also establish cooperation with the private sector. Information and communication
technology companies are becoming key players in this fight, as they have the data and
the ability to quickly delete content.

Terrorist organizations are actively developing and even hybridizing their
activities, using digital money, social platforms, and new technologies to recruit,
finance, and plan attacks.

The UN's work is aimed at providing States not just with recommendations, but
with specific tools. This initiative is a call for legal modernization and operational
capacity building. At the same time, the international community, as the UN itself has
rightly pointed out, is in a precarious position. Panic and the desire for total security
must not be allowed to lead to unjustified restrictions on basic human rights, first of
all, the right to privacy and freedom of expression.

Success in the fight against cyberterrorism will depend not only on technical
equipment, but also on the ability of the global community to ensure a delicate balance
between innovation and security. Otherwise, overreaction can lead to great damage to
democratic values.
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Due to the growing trend in the development of Artificial Intelligence
(hereinafter Al), a weighty question arises, "what is the role of Al in the fight against
cyberterrorism?" The usefulness of Al in the fight against cyberterrorism is primarily
the analysis of large amounts of data. For example, in 2016, China created one of the
most powerful computers that can use Al to analyze hundreds of thousands of
surveillance camera recordings in a short time, which a person is physically unable to
do. In this context, we can say that Al can warn those involved in security in advance
or even prevent it (most likely, this can be expected in the near future) an attempted
cyberattack on certain military or civilian infrastructure.

There is also a big trend towards introducing Al into every area of human life.
Some may think that this somehow infringes on their rights (this is another matter for
discussion), but you also need to think about the positive aspects of this. Al can not
always be used for selfish purposes, such as disinformation or the creation of fake
videos and photos, but also to expose or identify this fake. In this context, Al helps not
only to identify potentially cyberterrorist acts, but also physical terrorism. For example,
If marketplaces implement Al (which some of them have done), a person's purchase
history will be saved in the database and analyzed, as a result, you can summarize what
the person is going to do.

Yes, one can agree with the thesis that this infringes on basic human rights and
freedoms, but in the context of the fight against terrorism and cyberterrorism, it is a
very useful tool for the state. In support of this thesis, we can cite the example of
Stuxnet. Stuxnet is a computer worm that became famous after the attack on Iran's
nuclear power plant in 2010. Some experts call it the world's first cyber weapon capable
of damaging nuclear centrifuges, which could lead to catastrophic consequences.
Unlike viruses, worms do not require user activation, they themselves penetrate the
computer system and overload it.

The nuclear facility was isolated from the Internet, and the worm was introduced
by connecting a USB drive to the main computer. The worm changed the rotation speed
of the centrifuges, speeding it up and slowing it down. As a result, about 1,000
centrifuges were disabled. Fortunately, the worm was found and eliminated, it is
difficult to imagine what would have happened if, as a result, the attackers' plans had
come true.

Or we can give an example of the case of New Petya or Not Petya that occurred
in 2017. The virus infected computers that used Windows, also encrypted files, and
demanded payment in bitcoins as a ransom. There were attempts to decrypt the files,
but instead of opening access to the files, they were deleted.

Ukraine was the first country to be affected, and it lost about 10% of its files, but
other countries such as the United States, Australia, Russia, Canada, and government
agencies in some European countries suffered enormous damage. Among the
companies that were affected were Rosneft, Bashneft, Merck, Maersk and Barispol
Airport. The total amount of damage amounted to more than 10 billion dollars.

There have also been cases of dating sites being hacked, for example, Ashley
Madison, from where the data of about 40 million users was leaked. Some of them
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received threatening messages and ransom demands. It is reported that some of these
users, fearing shame, committed suicide.

Just here, an artificial intelligence system would be needed that could calculate
in advance the presence of such viruses or worms in the operational system. The above
examples also prove that the presence of Al, though not directly, but even indirectly
could save the lives of some people.

To be fair, it must be said that Al can also be used by terrorists for various
purposes, from hacking the banking system to the country's air defense system, which
Is the negative side of Al. But to win this fight, you need to be one step ahead. As
cyberspace develops, countries need to develop even more and find ways to solve this
problem.

Conclusion

It should be noted that such a modern phenomenon as cyberterrorism is one of
the most complex and rapidly developing challenges to international security. As a
result of the analysis, it was found out that this phenomenon can not only be understood
as terrorism in cyberspace, but it can also include several other aspects from financing
banned organizations using cryptocurrencies to the active use of social networks to
recruit and coordinate illegal actions.

It was also found out that cyberterrorism is a multidimensional threat that should
be studied even more deeply and the countries of the world community should solve
this problem. Of course, as already mentioned, States are solving these problems within
the framework of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, Interpol and the United
Nations, but as we see it, these efforts are not enough to combat this phenomenon more
effectively.

If we talk about proposals and ways to solve this problem, then the governments
of the countries should work even more and even more closely to create joint training
centers, it is also worth combining the data exchange system and developing a unified
approach to the investigation of cybercrimes.

It is necessary not to separate from this topic what we said earlier — Artificial
Intelligence. This is one of the most useful tools of our time in the fight against
cyberterrorism, which is only worth its data processing ability, which will also be
useful to integrate and start using in the security system. In this regard, we should also
note that the use of Al should not be aimed at violating the freedom of ordinary citizens.
It should be aimed solely at the benefit of society.

Problems and prospects for the development of the legal framework of the
EAEU in the context of the transition to sustainable development
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Abstract: This study is devoted to the legal foundations of integration activities
in the EAEU in the context of the transition to sustainable development. Achieving the
SDGs within the framework of the 2030 Agenda is an important goal of the UN
member states, and in the course of implementing this policy, the mechanism of inter-
country cooperation based on regional integration associations is becoming particularly
relevant. The article reveals the formation of a long-term development strategy, the
creation and changes of the legal framework for the transition to sustainable
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development in the EAEU, the problems and achievements in the implementation of
this policy over the period under study (up to and including 2025).

This article examines an extensive set of documents that form the basis for
interaction between the EAEU member states, and examines in chronological order the
corpus of documents that form the legal foundation for the transition to sustainable
development. At the same time, both mandatory and recommendation documents are
considered that disclose issues of legal instruments for achieving the goals of
sustainable development in the EAEU. The main conclusions and value of this work
are the problems of their content and functioning within the EAEU system identified
on the basis of the analysis of these documents, as well as ways and prospects for their
solution on the way to achieving the SDGs.

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Abstract. This article analyzes the growing legal “schism” between sanctions
authorized under the UN Charter (1945) and unilateral coercive measures imposed by
individual states. The relevance of this research is explained by the fact that global
powers, such as the USA, the EU and Russia, use economic pressure in order to achieve
their objectives without consideration of the UN Security Council mandate. This might
be harmful for international legal order because it goes against the UN Security
Council.

Introduction

The rules of international law about strong measures are based on the United
Nations Charter, adopted in 1945, which establishes a clear hierarchy for maintaining
international peace and security. The UN Charter provides legal grounds for imposing
sanctions according to Chapter VII, whose norms were designed primarily for a rule-
based order, which holds states from use of force. However, today’s situation in the
world deviates from this ideal significantly. Major powers, such as Russia, the USA or
the EU, have started using unilateral economic measures as geopolitical tools more
often, and such measures are parallel or, in some cases, contradict to the UN
framework.

The object of this research is the system of international legal regulation of
sanctions, while the subject is the comparative legal analysis of UN-mandated
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sanctions versus unilateral measures employed by the USA, EU, and Russia. The goal
of this study is to prove the thesis that the proliferation of unilateral sanctions
constitutes a violation of the UN Charter’s collective security framework and erodes
the stability of the international legal order. To achieve this, the following tasks are
set: to analyze the doctrinal basis of UNSC sanctions; to examine the legal
justifications used by the USA, EU, and Russia for unilateral measures; and to assess
the impact of these measures on human rights and state sovereignty.

The hypothesis posits that unilateral coercive measures, when imposed without
UNSC authorization, fundamentally undermine the collective security architecture and
frequently violate principles of non-intervention, despite attempts to legitimize them
through domestic law or the doctrine of countermeasures. The methods used during
preparation of this paper are formal legal analysis, comparative legal analysis, and a
systematic examination of national and international legal frameworks.

Materials and methodology

This research provides a comparative legal analysis based on primary and
secondary sources of domestic and international law. The methodology is designed to
evaluate the tension between the centralized sanctioning mechanism of the UN Charter
and the decentralized practice of unilateral state measures.

Questions of my research are the following:

1.  To what extent do unilateral sanctions imposed by the USA, EU, and
Russia comply with the exclusive mandate of the UN Security Council under Chapter
VII of the UN Charter?

2. How do the legal justifications for unilateral measures, such as domestic
legislation, countermeasures, defense of international order, stand up to scrutiny under
customary international law?

3. What are the legal consequences of the extraterritorial application of
unilateral sanctions?

Hypothesis. The study posits that unilateral coercive measures, when imposed
without UNSC authorization, fundamentally undermine the collective security
established by the UN Charter and frequently violate principles of state sovereignty
and non-intervention.

Stages of Research. First, we examined the UN Charter provisions (Articles 39,
41, 42) and the Repertoire of the Practice of the Security Council. Second, we analyzed
specific sanction regimes implemented by the USA (IEEPA), the EU (CFSP), and
Russia (countermeasures). Third, we contrast legal bases, procedural requirements, and
scope of application and analyzed the impact of unilateral sanctions of international
law. Finally, we summarize all our results and draw a conclusion.

Methods of Research. During this research preparation, formal legal method,
comparative legal method and systemic analysis were used.

Materials description. The empirical basis includes primary sources such as the
United Nations Charter (1945), relevant UNSC Resolutions, domestic legislation (e.g.,
US International Emergency Economic Powers Act, EU Council Regulations), and
official statements. Secondary sources comprise academic commentaries, reports from

UN Special Rapporteurs, and decisions from international courts. The material covers
the period from the adoption of the UN Charter to present-day practices, with a focus
on regimes active post-2020.

Results and discussion

The UN Charter as basis for collective security. The cornerstone of the
international security architecture is Article 39 of the UN Charter, which vests the
Security Council with the sole power to determine the existence of “any threat to the
peace, breach of the peace, or act of aggression”. As Gowlland-Debbas notes, “This
provision acts as the mandatory trigger for any enforcement action under Chapter VI1.
The responsibility is explicitly assigned to the Security Council, making it the
designated organ for this critical determination, and this exclusivity is a fundamental
principle designed to centralize decision-making and prevent individual states from
acting as self-appointed judges.” (Gowlland-Debbas, 2004, p. 3).

Once such a threat is determined, Chapter VII empowers the Council to act
through Articles 41 and 42 (UN Charter). Article 41 authorizes “peaceful” measures,
including embargoes and financial restrictions as parts of a broader spectrum of
collective responses. In contrast, Article 42 permits the use of armed force (UN
Charter). This duality shows the legal nature of sanctions in the Charter. They are a
way to make people do things from a legal source. The entire system relies on Article
25, which obligates member states to accept and carry out Security Council decisions.
While the requirement for unanimity among permanent members has led to political
paralysis, it remains a core feature intended to prevent a hegemony “in one single
hands”. Consequently, any coercive measure taken outside this framework operates in
a “legally gray” area, challenging the post-WW!II international legal order.

The United States: extraterritoriality and domestic law as authority. The
United States has developed one of the world’s most extensive and far-reaching
unilateral sanctions regimes, distinguished by its heavy reliance on domestic
legislation, as and a broad interpretation of its jurisdiction that extends extraterritorially
(Gevurtz, 2022, p. 347).

This approach stands in stark contrast to the UN Charter’s centralized system,
positioning U.S. law as a parallel, and often overriding, source of legal obligation for
a wide range of actors globally (Hovell, 2019, p. 41). The main legal instrument
enabling this wide authority is the International Emergency Economic Powers Act
(IEEPA, 2018), which allows the President to regulate international commerce and
financial transactions in response to threats to national security, foreign policy, or the
economy (Hovell, 2019, p. 140). The U.S. Supreme Court has described the powers
granted under IEEPA as “sweeping and unqualified,” providing a broad mandate for
executive action (Dames & Moore v. Regan, 1981). While framed as a tool for
responding to foreign policy crises, the application of IEEPA has enabled the U.S. to
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Impose sanctions that function as instruments of economic coercion far beyond its
borders, targeting non-U.S. persons and entities engaged in activities deemed contrary
to U.S. interests.

A defining characteristic of the U.S. approach is the widespread use of
extraterritorial and secondary sanctions (Silvestre, 2024, p. 201). Sanctions are rules
that stop people from doing things with other countries (Ruys, Ringaert, 2020 p. 4).
They are not allowed to do business with countries that are on the list and this is to
make sure that other countries follow the rules. It is not clear if this is legal. Some
people say that the USA does this to protect itself, but others say it is wrong because it
goes against other countries’ laws (Ruys, Ringaert, 2020, p. 167). The debate about
these measures has been a big topic in international law. Some people say that these
measures are not good and don't follow the rules. The government of the USA says that
its actions are good, but other people don't agree. If you break the rules in the USA,
you can get punished. But if you don't want to be punished, you have to do what the
USA wants.

This makes it hard for people to
know what to do. People have to choose between the laws of their country and the laws
of other countries. They want to be good for the USA, but they don't want to lose money
(A/HRC/51/33, 2022).

The legality of these measures in the context of international law is a matter of
debate. The United States maintains that these actions are necessary to safeguard
national security interests. However, opponents argue that these actions unlawfully
extend the U.S. jurisdiction into the territory of other countries, in violation of the
principle of non-intervention (Happold, 2016, p. 45). Recently, there has been a change
in policy. The USA has started to use economic dependence as a way to compete with
other countries. It does this by making it hard for other countries to sell their goods in
the USA. This is not good enough because it breaks the rules which the UN encourages
all states to follow. The ILC’s Draft Articles on State Responsibility confirm that the
exercise of jurisdiction is generally limited to conduct occurring within a state’s
territory, a principle that the U.S. secondary sanctions regime appears to stretch to its
limits (International Law Commission, 2001, p. 9).

The European Union: defending order through unilateral action. The
European Union operates its sanctions through the Common Foreign and Security
Policy (CFSP), characterized by legal precision and a stated objective of upholding
international law. The EU justifies its unilateral measures, particularly those against
Russia regarding Ukraine, as defensive responses to internationally wrongful acts when
the UNSC is paralyzed by vetoes. Legal instruments like Council Regulation (EU) No
833/2014 link restrictive measures directly to the situation of Ukraine.

A key driver behind the EU's increasing reliance on its CFSP sanctions regime
Is the perceived decline in the effectiveness of the UN Security Council, largely due to
the frequent use of Russian vetoes to block action on issues related to Ukraine and

other conflicts (Galik, 2025, p. 22). This has created a strategic vacuum that the EU
feels compelled to fill in order to project its values and maintain a degree of influence
over global security governance. The Treaties provide only limited flexibility for
decision-making, such as qualified majority voting in certain circumstances, but
unanimity is often required for CFSP matters, meaning that a single veto can halt
progress. This reality has pushed the EU to expand the use of its autonomous sanctions’
powers. The EU’s actions are thus a reaction to the paralysis of the primary multilateral
institution (Galik, 2025, p. 24). As Mr. Galik noted, “the EU has implemented
measures allowing its ... authorities to seize assets of Russian oligarchs and freeze their
funds, directly impacting their ability to operate financially” (Galik, 2025, p. 25). The
same way the extension of the SWIFT ban in July 2025 to additional Russian banks
shows a clear effort to use financial infrastructure as a tool of coercion and deterrence.

As researchers Biersteker and Portela note, “The legitimacy of these measures
has recently been called into question by some UN members — particularly UNSC
permanent members Russia and China — in what is sometimes referred to as the ‘floor
versus ceiling’ debate: i.e., whether UN sanctions should be considered the ‘floor’ on
which other measures can be built or whether they constitute the ‘ceiling’ (or limit) on
what is legitimate.” (Biersteker, 2022, p. 2).

Russia: countermeasures and retaliation. A Chinese legal scholar Yang states
that “The establishment of Russia’s anti-sanctions legal framework arises from the
intensifying unilateral sanctions imposed by Western states, compounded by
geopolitical conflicts in Russia’s neighboring regions. The Crimean Crisis of 2014
marked a pivotal moment in this regard. In response to allegations of violating
Ukraine’s sovereignty, the U.S. and the EU imposed the first round of large-scale
sanctions against Russia. These measures targeted sectors including finance, energy,
and defense, while also freezing the assets of Russian officials and restricting the
financing capabilities of key enterprises.” (Yang, 2025, p. 4). In this case, Russian
response is based on countermeasures allowed by customary international law as a
respond to internationally wrongful acts of another states, so it claims Western
sanctions as unlawful towards Russian persons and entities.

However, the application of countermeasures in this context is complex and
controversial. Critics argue that the scale and nature of some Russian measures extend
beyond what is permissible under the doctrine (Hofer, 2025, p. 289). For example, the
SWIFT ban affecting certain Russian banks, while initially a response to Western
action, has had significant spillover effects on global financial stability and the
economies of third-party states. Moreover, the invocation of countermeasures is
generally limited to situations involving a direct relationship between the responding
state and the state committing the wrongful act. When a state responds to sanctions that
were themselves imposed by another state, the chain becomes more convoluted, raising
questions about the validity of the counter-response (Visit, 2017). The seizure of
Russian Central Bank assets by some Western states has been justified by those states
as a form of third-party countermeasure, a novel and legally dubious application of the
doctrine (Hofer, 2025, p. 304).
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According to the International Law Commission's Articles on State
Responsibility, countermeasures must be directed against the state responsible and
cease once obligations are met. Russia argues that the sanctions constitute wrongful
acts, so it has the right to do something about them. However, the scale of these
responses and their consequences for third parties are not clear and raise questions to
definitive criteria of countermeasures. Furthermore, from Russia’s point of view, these
sanctions are needed because the world is hostile, but they make the international law
system more divided and the UN more difficult.

The Russian perspective presents a significant challenge to the UN-centric
sanctions model. It poses its actions as defensive and lawful self-help; Russia contests
the legitimacy of the Western-led sanctions regimes. This narrative resonates with
many states, particularly those critical of Western dominance in international affairs,
and is often echoed in resolutions introduced at the United Nations General Assembly
and Human Rights Council by countries like China, Cuba etc.

Conclusion

The aim of this research was to look at the difference between sanctions that are
allowed by the UN and measures that some countries use alone. We wanted to see if
these measures are good for international law. We looked at what the USA, the EU and
Russia do. Our study showed that sanctions that countries use on their own don't agree
with what the UN says in Chapter V11 of its Charter.

The results show that the use of one-sided measures has made international law
less united. The USA uses extraterritoriality. The EU does not use the UN Security
Council because it is too difficult. Russia uses a lot of measures. These measures make
the rules about countries not interfering in each other’s affairs less important. Also,
these measures often make people's rights be broken in a way that is not fair. This
happens to people who are not the target of the measures.

The conclusions say that the way countries do things now is not good for the
world. Countries do things alone, but it is not right because it is not in the rules of the
United Nations. We need to make more rules and maybe change the Security Council
to make it work better. We need new rules for sanctions that are good for people. We
also need to find ways to use the law to fix things. The world needs to go back to the
rules of the United Nations to make it better.

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A guide for authors when submitting articles to the
Eurasian Journal of International Law

The editorial board of the Journal asks the authors to familiarize themselves
with the rules (the editorial policy of the Journal containing general information about
the Journal, the procedure for reviewing articles, publication ethics) in order to comply
with them when preparing papers sent to the journal.

1. Sending an article to the editorial office means the consent of the author (the
maximum number of authors is 3 people) to the right of the Publisher — L.N. Gumilyov
Eurasian National University, to publish the article in the journal and republish it in
any foreign language.

No more than 1 publication from the same author in the same issue of the journal
Is allowed. The author(s) is responsible for the content of the article.

2. An article is submitted to the editorial office (via the Open Journal System
(QJS)) in Word format (A4 page, portrait orientation, margins on all sides - 20 mm.
Font: type — Times New Roman, size (size) — 14);

MRNTI http://grnti.ru / - first line, on the left; initials and surname of the
author(s) - centered alignment, italics; full name of the organization, city, country (if
the authors work in different organizations, you must put the same icon next to the
surname of the author and the corresponding organization; E-mail of the author(s) —
italics in parentheses; the title of the article is centered in bold). The style file can be
downloaded from the magazine's website. The authors need to submit two versions of
the manuscript, one of which should not contain information about the authors (full
name, place of work, information about the authors), since an anonymized text is
required for conducting a double-blind review. The author(s) must also provide a cover
letter (the cover letter template is attached on the journal's website). The article files
must be numbered and named with the first 4-5 words of the article title (for example:
1. On the methodology of teaching international law — a file with the authors; 2. On the
methodology of teaching international law — file without authors).

3. The length of the article should not exceed 16 pages (from 6 pages). The
calculation of the volume of the article does not include an abstract, keywords, a list of
references, a reference, information about the author in Kazakh, Russian and English.
Works exceeding the specified volume are accepted for publication in exceptional
cases by a special decision of the editorial board of the journal.

4. The text of the work begins with the MRNTI rubricator (International
rubricator of scientific and technical information; determined by the link http://grnti.ru
/), followed by full name (full surname, first name, patronymic of the author(s),
academic degree, academic title, position, place of work, city, country, ORCID of the
author(s); e-mail of all authors (including the main author), title of the article, abstract,
keywords.
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An abstract is a summary of a research article and is used to help the reader
quickly understand the essence of the article. The volume is not less than 150 and not
more than 200 words in Kazakh, Russian and English. The structure of the abstract
includes the following points:

- Introductory remarks on the topic of the study.

- The purpose, main directions and ideas of scientific research.

- A brief description of the scientific and practical significance of the work.

- A brief description of the research methodology.

- Main results and analysis, conclusions of the research work.

- The value of the research (the contribution of this work to the relevant field

of knowledge).

- The practical significance of the results of the work.

Keywords (no more than 7 words or phrases) should reflect the main content of
the article; determine the subject area of the study; occur in the text of the article.
Keywords are separated from each other by a comma.

The authors of the journal must adhere to the following rules on the structure
of the article in accordance with the headings:

The article should have the following structure (the first three paragraphs are
in Kazakh, English, Russian):

1. Title and information about the author(s) — full name, academic degree,
academic title, position, place of work, city, country, ORCID of the author(s); e-mail
of all authors of publications (including indicating the main author).

2. Abstract (150-250 words).

3. Keywords (8-10 words).

4. Introduction.

5. Materials and methods.

6. Results and discussion.

7. Information about financing (if available) (Acknowledgements).

8. The list of references and the availability of References — a transliterated list
of references (transliteration is carried out on the website: http://translit-online.ru).

For foreign authors who have sent articles in English or Russian, the translation
of the title of the article, information about the authors, Abstract, Keywords into
Kazakh is carried out by the Editorial Board of the journal.

The Introduction consists of the following main elements:

The rationale for choosing a topic; the relevance of the topic or problem. In
justifying the choice of a topic based on the description of the experience of
predecessors, it is reported that there is a problematic situation (the absence of any
research, the appearance of a new object, etc.). The relevance of the topic is determined
by the general interest in the study of this object, but the lack of comprehensive answers
to existing questions, it is proved by the theoretical or practical significance of the
topic.

Definition of the object, subject, goals, objectives, methods, approaches,
hypotheses and the meaning of the work. The purpose of the research is related to the
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proof of the thesis, that is, the presentation of the subject of research in the aspect
chosen by the author.

The Materials and methods section should consist of a description of the
materials, as well as a complete description of the methods used.

The scientific methodology should include:

- research question(s);

- proposed hypothesis (thesis);

- stages of the study;

- research methods.

The characteristic or description of the research material includes its presentation
in qualitative and quantitative terms. The characteristics of the material (international
legal acts, LRA, state program documents, official statistics, works of scientists, etc.)
are one of the factors determining the reliability of the conclusions and research
methods.

This section indicates, if this was the case, the use of artificial intelligence
(ChatGPT) when working on an article.

Results and Discussion is one of the most important sections of the article. The
section provides an analysis and discussion of the results of the study. The conclusions
based on the results obtained during the study are presented, the main essence is
revealed. It is necessary to analyze the results of the work and discuss the relevant
results in comparison with previous works, analyses and conclusions.

Conclusion — generalization and summing up of the work at this stage;
confirmation of the truth of the statement put forward by the author, and the author's
conclusion about the change in scientific knowledge, taking into account the results
obtained. Conclusions should not be abstract, they should be used to summarize the
results of research in a particular scientific field, with a description of proposals or
opportunities for further work.

The structure of the conclusion should contain the following questions: What are
the goals and methods of the study? What results have been obtained? What are the
conclusions? What are the prospects and opportunities for the implementation and
application of the results?

The Literature review section should cover fundamental and new works on the
subject of study by domestic and foreign authors, analysis of these works from the
point of view of their scientific contribution, as well as gaps in the study.

It is UNACCEPTABLE to have many links unrelated to the work, or
inappropriate judgments about the author's own achievements, links to previous works
by the author.

If at least one of these requirements is not met, the article will not be
accepted for consideration.

5. Tables are included directly in the text of the work. They should be numbered
and accompanied by a reference to them in the text of the work. Drawings and graphs
should be presented in one of the standard formats: PS, PDF, TIFF, GIF, JPEG, BMP,
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PCX. Bitmaps must be executed with a resolution of 600 dpi. All details should be
clearly conveyed in the drawings.

6. The list of references should contain only those sources (numbered in the order
of citation or in the order of the English alphabet) to which there are references in the
text of the work. References to unpublished works are not allowed. The list of
references should consist of more than 7 sources.

The list of references should contain at least 50% of the sources published in the
last 10 years. The quality and quantity of the sources referenced indicate the relevance
of the article. Therefore, authors are advised to follow the following instructions:

The permissible number of publications of authors and co-authors of an article
in the list of references should not exceed 20% of the total number.

7. Design of the bibliography

From the second issue of the EAJIL in 2025, it is recommended to use
Harvard Referencing Style when compiling a bibliography.

When using the Harvard Referencing Style, the list of references is formed in
alphabetical order. Numbering is not provided. The bibliographic list must reflect all
books, articles, dissertations and other scientific works cited in the article. The list is
placed at the end of the paper. The author's name, year of publication, title, place of
publication and publisher are indicated. Chapters in books, titles of articles are
highlighted with English “quotation marks”.

In-text citations. When using the Harvard Citation System, in-text citations
provide important information about the source within the body of your letter. Each
citation includes the author's last name, year of publication, and page number, typically
enclosed in parentheses. For example, a standard citation might look like (Jones, 2024)
or (Jones, 2024, p. 23) when referring to a specific page.

Indication of the author(s). The author's surname and then, after a comma, his
initials are indicated. References to more than one work by the same author are
presented in chronological order. When referring to works by an author published in
the same year, the works should be distinguished by adding Latin letters (a, b, c), etc.
to the year of publication (Jackson, A., 2024a: 12), (Jackson, A., 2024b: 75-76).

If the article was prepared by two authors, their surnames are separated by the
conjunction "and". If there are three authors, then the first and second are separated by
a comma, the second and third by the conjunction “and”. When there are more than
three authors, the first three are indicated, separated by commas, followed by: et al. (et
al.): (Jackson, A., Doe, A., Brown et al., 2022).

References to international legal acts, domestic regulatory legal acts, state
programs, etc. are formatted as end references as they are cited.

The title of the cited publication is highlighted in italics.

References to books should contain:
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Author's last name, initials, comma; (year of publication in brackets) - comma;
book title - in italics; edition number (if citing the second or subsequent edition) -
comma; publisher (printing house) - comma; city of publication - period.

Example: Smith, J., (2021), Introduction to Sociology. 2nd ed., Routledge,
London.

Internet sources: If the source is cited electronically, then at the end it is
necessary to indicate: the full URL at the time of access (available at:).

Example: World Health Organization (2023). Global health trends, WHO,
[https://Iwww.who.int/]. Accessed: 10 October 2023.

References to book chapters. The following are indicated: Last name, First
name, (year), “Chapter title”, Last name, First name, Editors, Book title in italics
[Translation of book title], Edition number, publisher, city, country, chapter page
numbers.

Structure of references to journal articles: last name and initials; (year of
publication in brackets); article title - in italics; journal issue, journal title; article page
numbers.

Example: Doe, A. (2019). “Exploring Modern Art”, Ne4 (12), Art Journal, pp.
34-50.

Link to electronic journals: last name, first name, year of publication, “Article
title in quotation marks”, journal title in italics, volume no. or issue number such-and-
such, article page numbers, available at: full URL at the time of access.

Duplicate the list of references (sources used) with a transliterated list of
references (References) to the article.

After References, it is necessary to indicate information on each of the authors
(name and surname, academic degree, academic title, position, place of work, city,
country, e-mail, ORCID) - in Kazakh, Russian and English).
